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Summary:

The Multicultural Advisory Committee had a productive year. At the beginning of
the semester, the Committee set several goals, among them: increasing diverse
visual representation on the campus, getting more commemoration for Wendell
Wilkie Gunn, engaging the issue of Confederate/hate group symbols in the wake of
Charlottesville, beginning a conversation about the role of diversity on the campus,
and planning for Safe Space training. While the MAC Committee was thinking
through these issues, so too were other campus members and significant progress
was made toward these goals.

In conjunction with other leaders on campus, on the Board of Trustees, and in
particular the Office of Diversity and Institutional Equity and the Provost’s Diversity
Committee, we saw:

-the renaming of the Commons for Wendell Wilkie Gunn

-a sensible transition for the position of Chief Diversity Offi
